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1 Traffic Management Plan 

1.1 Description or detailed plan of proposed measures 
John Holland has prepared this Traffic Management Plan to describe the specific traffic 
management measures to be undertaken to allow the safe access of a 20m semi-trailer into the 
Waterloo Integrated Station Development (ISD) construction site. 

This plan is a sub-plan of the Waterloo ISD CTMP and should be read in context with that plan 

The proposed works to be undertaken is as follows: 

– The northernmost gate on Botany Road (Gate B1) will be widened to allow for truck turning 
movements to and from the gates. The gate will be widened to approximately 8.9m. 

– Trucks turning into Gate B1 must begin the turn from Lane 2 (fast lane) outside of clearway 
times. As such, there is a risk of conflict between vehicles parked in Lane 1 if a truck 
enters/exits the gate while the parked car departs its parking space. A traffic controller will stand 
on the footpath adjacent to this car and hold it until the truck completes the manoeuvre. 
Additionally, if there is no vehicle parked here, the traffic controller will hold any vehicles 
attempting to travel in lane 1 (kerbside lane) during the truck entry movement 

– A traffic control plan has been created to facilitate partial footpath closure to widen the gate. 

– Supporting temporary warning signs are to be placed on Botany Road, Raglan Street, and 
Henderson Road on the approach to the lane closure.

2 Traffic Management Plan Impacts 

2.1 Traffic Impacts 
The truck turning movements from Lane 2 on Botany Road will occur between 10:00 AM and 3:00 
PM when there is a parked vehicle in the kerbside lane, refer to Appendix A Swept Path No. 1.  

During existing clearway times of 6:00 AM – 10:00 AM and 3:00 PM – 7:00 PM on weekdays (or 
when there is not a parked vehicle in Lane 1) these movements will occur as shown in Appendix A 
Swept Path No. 2. When exiting the site these movements will occur as shown in Appendix A 
Swept Path No. 3. 

All vehicles entering the site from Botany Road will be in a forward direction. No vehicles will be 
reversed into the site from Botany Road. 

2.2 Parking Impacts 
The following parking spaces will be temporarily removed as a result of this TMP. 

– 1 parking space on east side of Botany Road to allow for a 20.0m AV to turn left out of Gate B1 

This will require relocation of a no stopping sign is shown in Figure 2.1. 

 
Figure 2.1: Parking Impacts 

Traffic controllers are to be positioned adjacent to Gate B1. They are to hold vehicles which are 
parked immediately next to each driveway to ensure they do not pull away from their parking space 
while a truck is completing a turning manoeuvre into or out of the gate. 
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It is proposed that gate B1 is widened to 8.9m. This additional gate width would allow the exit 
swept path to be shifted further north, which would reduce the required apron width for Gate B1 to 
be 8.9m. 

A traffic control plan has been provided for the gate widening works as partial occupancy of the 
footpath will be required. A 1.2m pedestrian path will be maintained at all times as per Austroads 
Guide to Road Design Part 6A: Paths for Walking and Cycling Clause 5.1.2.  

2.3 Impact to public transport services 
There will be no impacts to public transport services as a result of these works  

2.4 Impact to emergency vehicles and heavy vehicles 
There are not expected to be any impacts to emergency vehicles. 

No changes are proposed for heavy vehicle routes. 

2.5 Impact to cyclists and pedestrians 
No changes are proposed for pedestrian or cycling facilities. 

2.6 Impact to other developments with transport implications 
As the works are temporary there is no ongoing effect on development. No other developments of 
significant scale have been identified in the vicinity of this project. 

2.7 Impact to adjoining council areas 
The proposed works are contained entirely within the City of Sydney and therefore will not have 
any impacts on any other council areas.
